Option 2: Hindu Way of Life: A Children’s Guide

Task 
Your task is to create a draft of a ﬁve-to-seven page children’s guide to a Hindu way of life. Before you begin, look at one or two books written and illustrated for children between the ages of 8 and 12. Note how much information is provided on a page,  how many pictures are shown,  and the simplicity of the language.
Criteria for the Guide
Your guide should contain the following information based on the beliefs and traditions  of  Hindus
Use this list to ensure you have included all of the required elements of this project:
• a brief description  or a map of the general  region in Canada  where  many Hindus  reside
• labelled images of the group’s most sacred objects and a description  of their meaning  or significance 
• a brief description,  written  in your own words, of one important sacred ceremony
• in your own words, an explanation of the cycle of life and the importance of each of the words associated with the cycle to each Hindu’s daily life
• a short story or myth intended to teach  Hindu children about  their way of life and a brief explanation  of its message  for children
• Hindu images of  a minimum of three of their deities with a brief written description, in your 

own words, of their importance
• a quote  from the Student  Book or the Internet  that  focuses on Catholic–Hindu dialogue  today
• your name  and the title of your guide on the cover
• where  appropriate, pictures and drawings  to make the book interesting  for children

Amend your book
Based on the feedback you received from your peers, make any necessary amendments and submit the following:
• the book in its original form

• the sheet with the corrections you made to your book – include page numbers

• the Feedback form from the people  who read your book
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
