Firstly, Harry Potter displays his bravery through his devotion to his 

friends from  beginning to end.  To begin, he risks his life for his friends.  
Harry  helps out Neville Longbottom near the beginning of the story when
Draco Malfoy took Neville’s new rememberall, and flew up on his 
broomstick, Harry followed him.  Draco Malfoy taunts Neville by saying, 

“Did you see his face?  Maybe if the fat lump had given this a squeeze, he’d 
have remembered to fall on his fat ass (Rowling 122).”  This is significant 

because the hero has never flown before, thus when he follows the bully 
up on his broomstick, he risks his life.  Secondly, he always supports his 
friends  during his adventures.  When faced with the enormous, three-
headed dog, Harry stands by his friends Ron and Hermione.  He would have 
done anything for them.   By staying close to his two best friends during 
that frightening challenge, Harry illustrates his heroism in the face of 

danger..  Lastly, the protagonist always thought out the situation before 
jumping in.  On their quest to find the Philosopher’s Stone, one of the 
chambers had hundreds of keys flying around the room.  Harry looks at 
the lock on the door and observes the situation, trying to identify which key 
would fit.  He evaluates the situation instead of grabbing any key.  This 
cautiousness demonstrates his bravery once more, to protect his friends. 
 This evidence shows that Harry displayed his courage  towards his allies 

In many situations in the book.
