· I have an awesome title! (
· It is interesting, creative, and covers my topic
· My title page is typed
· The title is in the centre middle of the page

· In the bottom right hand corner is:  My name, the date, the class (ENG1DR-02 ) and Ms. Bennett

· My essay is typed in a legible font at 12 point.  (I used Comic Sans MS, Arial,  or Times New Roman)

· I have 5 different paragraphs  -  
· an opening paragraph with a great motivator, a thesis and my blueprint

· the thesis includes an underlined title of the novel

· 3 different body paragraphs with a different topic sentence, and 

· a concluding paragraph
· Each body paragraph: 
· has 3 different events to support my main idea.

· has a MINIMUM of 2 quotes from the text.
· has quotes that have all been cited properly. The page cited is correct for the quotation used.   I have re-checked the MLA format to be sure.

· choices of proof that have all been thoroughly explained and linked to the main idea of the paragraph
· I have used transitions and have consulted the list where needed

· Between my paragraphs

· Within my paragraph to make the ideas flow smoothly – especially between my ideas and the quotes I have used to support them
· I have used a variety of sentence types and lengths to add interest to my work.  My work is NOT choppy.
· I have checked my writing style and I have removed statements like: “In this essay…” ,  “It will be proven that…”,  and “I believe …”.   All sentences are non-personal  statements.

· My verbs are all in the same tense  -  PRESENT TENSE
· My subjects and verbs agree

· I have checked my spelling.  I used the dictionary, dictionary.com, or spell check on the computer.
· I have checked my punctuation

· I have re-read my essay to be sure that I have complete sentences.

· Reading the essay backwards will be a better indicator of this than reading the essay forward!  (   This means read your clincher first.  Is it a complete sentence?  Then read the second to last sentence.  Is it a complete sentence?  Repeat the process until you have reached your motivator.
· I have a Works Cited page that is correctly formatted.   I checked MLA.

· I had a fellow classmate proofread my essay for me to be sure everything is ready.

· I have followed the order of presentation: 

· Title page

· Final, typed essay

· Works Cited page

· Outline with stickers attached (if I received any)
· Printed off and edited copy of essay (printed double spaced)

· Signed and completed Essay checklist

· Rubric

· One staple in the top left-hand corner

· I am proud of my effort and readily hand it in for marking.
